Possible Mapping Join Properties and Their Uses
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	1.
Only include records where the joined fields from both tables are equal. This selection of records shows what the Standards and the Courses have in common.  It is the most efficient way to show the commonalities.  The weakness of this approach is that it does not show any unmapped elements.
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	2.
Include all records from “Standards” and only those records from “Course” where the joined fields are equal.  This selection of records shows a comparison of the complete set of standards to the course (or group of courses), whether the course addresses the standards or not.
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	3.
Only include records from “Standards” where no joined records from “Course” are equal.  This selection of records pinpoints the “gaps” – Standards not covered by the course (or group of courses).  It suggests a possible deficiency in course coverage.
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	4.
Include all records from “Course” and only those records from “Standards” where the joined fields are equal.  This selection of records shows a comparison of the complete set of course elements to the standards, whether a standard addresses the course element or not.
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	5.
Only include records from “Course” where no joined records from “Standards” are equal.  This selection of records pinpoints the “gaps” – course elements not covered by the Standards.  It suggests a possible enrichment or off target element of the course (or group of courses).
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	6.
Include all records from “Standards” and all records from “Course.”  This fully-crossed selection of records shows all possible comparisons of the complete set of standards to the complete set of course (or group of courses) elements.  It also shows the most “white space” when empty cells exist.
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
