CONSTITUTION OF THE AMERICAN RED CROSS CLUB OR PURDUE UNIVERSITY
Article I. Name

The name of the club shall be The American Red Cross Club of Purdue University.

Article II. Authority

The American Red Cross Club of Purdue University is under the guidance and auspices of the Tippecanoe County Chapter and is considered a branch of that unit rather than an independent Red Cross entity.

Article III. Purpose

The purpose of this club shall be to provide Red Cross services to the local community and students on the campus of Purdue University, with club members delivering these services acting in accordance with the American Red Cross Code of Conduct.

Article IV. Membership

4.1 Members

The American Red Cross Club will consist of currently enrolled students at Purdue University. Membership and participation are free from discrimination based on race, religion, color, sex, age, national origin or ancestry, marital status, parental status, sexual orientation, disability, or status as a disabled or Vietnam-era veteran.

4.2 Membership Requirements

All members must complete a Volunteer Application and Code of Conduct certification.

Article V. Officers

5.1 Officers

The officers of the American Red Cross Club of Purdue University shall be the President, Vice President, Secretary, and Treasurer and will form the Executive Board. The Executive Board shall meet to finalize agenda items, prepare reports, and collaborate on the business of the club.

a. Qualifications

All officers must be enrolled students in good standing at Purdue University.

b. Duties and Responsibilities

The President shall preside at all meetings of the club and represent the club to the local Red Cross unit and the university community.

The Vice President shall preside at organization meetings in the absence of the president and direct constitutional updating and revision.

The Treasurer keeps accounts, deposits, the organization’s funds, and makes expenditures in a manner approved by the Business Office for Student Organizations. 

The secretary shall record and maintain minutes of all club meetings, distribute minutes to all appropriate members and institutional staff, and maintain attendance at all meetings.
Article VI. Advisor and local Red Cross liaison

6.1 Advisor

A full-time Purdue University employee/faculty member shall serve as the advisor for the club.

6.2 Term

The Club Advisor shall serve a minimum term of one full academic year, however, ther is no term limit.

6.3 Duties

The Club Advisor must attend general meeting once per month.

6.4 Red Cross liaison

A full-time Red Cross Tippecanoe Chapter member shall serve as the liaison for the club.

Article VII. Meetings

7.1 General Meetings

General Meetings will be held once per month while school is in session.

Article VIII. Amendments

Amendments to these bylaws consistent with the Red Cross club constitution may be adopted at any meeting of the club.

All Amendments to the constitution and bylaws are subject to the approval of the Office of the Dean of Students.
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
