1.  Schedule:  See schedule in the Second Circular (addresses above).
2.  Travel:  Except for those people who live close enough to travel by car, the easiest way to get to West Lafayette, IN is to fly into Indianapolis and rent a car.  It’s a little over an hour drive to Purdue from the Indianapolis airport (IND).  There is also a shuttle service (Lafayette Limo 1-765-497-3828; http://www.lafayettelimo.com/) if you are staying on campus (the Union Club) and don’t want to have a car.  Another alternative is to fly into Chicago (ORD) which is about a 3 hour drive from Purdue.  For those staying at the Union Club, parking is free in the Grant street garage.  For those people driving to campus, you can obtain an “A” parking permit at the Purdue visitors center (Northwestern Avenue, see maps in travel links and maps link below) for Friday that will allow you to park on campus for the Friday science day.
3.  Lodging:  Some rooms have been blocked (until September 29) at three hotels for the W J Hinze event.  Please reference the reserved rooms by the Department of Earth and Atmospheric Sciences, Purdue University, reserved by Kathy Kincade.  The hotels are:
The Union Club (in the Purdue Memorial Union, on campus; 800-320-6291)
University Inn (in West Lafayette, about 2 miles NW of campus; 800-777-9808)
Holiday Inn Select (downtown Lafayette, about 1 1/2 miles from campus; 800-423-1137)

Information (including direct phone numbers) on these and other hotels and motels in the area can be found at the Lafayette-West Lafayette Convention and Visitors Bureau website (http://www.lafayette-in.com/; click on Lodging).  Because the W J Hinze event will include a football weekend, lodging near campus is in demand, so it will be worthwhile requesting the blocked rooms listed above as soon as possible, or book early at other hotels or motels.  
Of course one can use Orbitz, Expedia or Travelocity to find and book lodging online in the Lafayette-West Lafayette area for these days.  Many rooms are available for these dates as of mid-June.  If you call to reserve the rooms that have been blocked, you might also want to check the rate and availability on the Internet first to be sure that you’re getting the best rate.
