POCAR 2008 Update

I hope that everyone is getting in shape for POCAR, mentally and physically!  

First off, I realize a lot of people are still scrambling to get teams together.  Therefore, the registration deadline has been extended to Tuesday, Dec 11, 2007!  See the POCAR webpage for registration instructions.  If you are still having trouble getting stuff submitted in time please email me at khamann@purdue.edu.  

The race will begin at or near Scout Ridge in Morgan-Monroe State Forest.  It will probably have a short rogaine section at the start.  The rest of the race will be divided into approximately 3 sections, or "legs," each of which ends at a fire/water checkpoint.  Each leg will not necessarily be the same length or difficulty, and will consist of ~2-15 checkpoints that are no more than ~6 miles apart.  The total distance will be ~30-50 miles as the crow flies (depending on the weather, difficulty of terrain, etc.).  The course will be designed so that it goes near Scout Ridge again ~1-2 times.  That way you can leave a stove, food, dry socks, etc. there in your car or tent, and crawl into your tent to sleep a couple hours if you like.  

I would like to emphasize again that parking is very limited, so please carpool as much as possible.  It would be to your advantage to camp and reserve your site for the duration of the race so that you can sleep a couple hours.  If you camp you may leave your car at your campsite, otherwise there is also limited parking near the Mason Ridge Campground.
