6. Are the transitions between sentences and paragraphs easy to follow?  Point to places where the transitions are unclear.

7. Are there any grammatical or mechanical errors that stand out? Please note one or two major errors here and provide examples for the writer.

8. Comment on the conclusions that the writer draws about this topic. Are the conclusions successful? Does the writer conclude the report in a satisfactory manner? Can you make suggestions about the conclusions drawn?

9. What are two features that stand out about the writing in this report?

10.  Name two features that detract from the writing in this report.
