E-Commerce Project

Assignment: Annotated bibliography

Description: Approximately 1,200 word bibliography
Deadline for submission to me: October 14, 2002
Overview

This assignment asks you to conduct preliminary research on e-commerce, identify the topic you will focus on for your white paper, and develop an annotated bibliography of at least 10 and no more than 15 electronic resources, which you believe you will draw on as you write your e-commerce report. The purpose of this assignment is to help you build some new research skills, gain some experience assessing both the credibility and value of electronic resources (Internet or Purdue library indexes), and help you develop the body of information you will need in order to write your report.

Specifics

To do well on this assignment, you must:

· Acquire at least 10 sources.
· Record the bibliographic information for each citation using correct APA format.
· Write a complete annotation for each resource you include. Each annotation (approximately 100 words) must include:
· A summary of the text’s main and supporting points
· An assessment of the credibility of the source
· A reflection on the relevance of this text to your project (that is, how do you plan to use this item? How does it work with other items you’ve collected?)
· Submit the bibliography to your instructor accompanied by a brief cover memo that:
· Reminds the instructor of the topic you’ve chosen to focus on.
· Briefly defines the primary focus of the article you will write and identifies the key points you will cover.
