Final Project
For the final project, students will research (in teams or individually) an area of rhetorical theory that we have not fully discussed in class. Perhaps you are interested in some area of rhetoric that was mentioned in our readings or in class, or perhaps you are intrigued by an issue we have covered in class and you want to do further research. In any case, your assignment for the remainder of the semester is to research the area and report your findings orally and in the final project. If you choose to work in teams, you should have no more than 3-4 people per team. The final project itself can take any form of media you find appropriate, including but not limited to web sites and traditional papers. The final project, at the very minimum, should be equivalent to a 5-10 page paper (per person). We'll do oral presentations during the exam time on Monday, December 13th. The final project is not due to me until Thursday, December 16th at 5pm.

Women in the history of rhetoric

Professional writing and classical rhetoric

Rhetoric of science (which includes health)

Minority rhetorics

Rhetoric of technology

Visual rhetoric

Rhetoric and labor issues

Rhetoric and cultural studies
