IFC/Panhellenic Council Pairing Policy

(Revised Spring 2007)
Overview:

The objective of the pairing policy is to set clear rules to avoid the confusion of any chapters. These rules apply to all pairings.

Specific Rules & Regulations:

1.  All members of the Interfraternity Council and Panhellenic Association must abide by this policy.

2.  Following the collection of all forms, the ranking sheets will be evaluated and the fraternities and sororities will be paired according to the organizations’ preferences.
3.  Final pairings will be posted by midnight on the IFC/Panhel websites.
4.  FINAL PAIRINGS ARE INDISPUTABLE.

5.  Grand Prix and Football Pairings will alternate between Women’s choice and Men’s choice. For example, if it is Men’s choice for Grand Prix, it will be Women’s choice for Football, Women’s choice again for Grand Prix, and then Men’s choice for Football, and so on.
6.  Pairing Sheets will be accepted early only if there is a joint agreement between all parties involved.  It must be signed by both presidents and butter-up chairs.

7.  If a fraternity or a sorority wishes to be paired with a cooperative house, a JOINT AGREEMENT must be signed by both the president of the sorority and the president of the cooperative, or by both the president of the fraternity and the president of the cooperative.  This must be turned in to the IFC office by 5 pm on the day that pairings are due.  Fraternities and sororities will NOT be paired with cooperatives unless there is a joint agreement.    
8.  Chapters that have been paired for an event will not be permitted to be paired again with the same chapter for the next three asking periods.  Therefore those chapters are not to be listed on the rankings sheet.

9.  Two chapters of fifty or less members may choose to jointly participate in the IFC/Panhel Pairings, but must notify the Directors one week prior to the ranking sheet due date.
General Procedures for Ranking Sheets:

Each fraternity and sorority desiring to pair must turn in an IFC/Panhel ranking sheet.  

THIS RANKING MUST INCLUDE THE FOLLOWING:  

1. Chapter name

2. Rankings of chapters that you wish to be paired with (in descending order, #1 being the highest choice, #2 being the next highest, and so on)

3. Butter-up chairperson’s contact information and signature

4. President’s signature
*There are no requirements as to the number of chapters that can be ranked

Directions for Delivery of Ranking Sheets:

1. Each fraternity and sorority will hand deliver their ranking list to the IFC office before 5 p.m., on the evening of the pairing date

2. No late ranking sheets will be accepted

3. Failure to submit a ranking sheet will signify that the chapter will not be included in the IFC/Panhel pairing procedure.  Phone calls will not be accepted in place of a ranking sheet.

IFC/Panhellenic Council Butter-up Policy

(Revised Spring 2007)

Overview:

The rules for Butter-up are established to ensure the safety of all chapter members and chapter properties. The rules and regulations apply to all pairings.
General Procedures:

All activities, save those prohibited in the rules and regulations, will be permitted provided they follow all university, IFC/Panhel, and FIPG policies.
Chapters are responsible for knowing and understanding all preceding guidelines and regulations.
Specific Rules & Regulations:

1.  Actions that may be viewed as either malicious (i.e. chalking another organization’s name/vandalism with intent to frame another organization) or in distaste (i.e. purchase of alcohol, alcohol related items, sexually explicit or suggestive materials) will not be tolerated.  If an action as described above occurs, it will be referred to the Fraternal Judicial Board or Panhellenic Association Greek Judicial Board and appropriate sanctions will be determined through this process.

2.  VANDALISM IS PROHIBITED! ABSOLUTELY NO toilet papering, painting, or writing with permanent ink.  Chalking is only allowed on sidewalks or other surfaces that can be easily cleaned.   NO VERTICAL SURFACES including, but not excluded to walls, windows, and buildings.  NO PROFANITY WILL BE TOLERATED.

3.  Chapters must comply with all rules and regulations of the Fraternal Insurance Purchasing Group.
