PSEC Absence Policy

Section E:
Absences


I.  Unexcused Absences

a. An unexcused absence is defined as an unattended meeting or meetings relating to the Council as a whole or to an individual committee or any extra Council-sponsored activity at the discretion of the Executive Officers.

b. A Council member loses membership based on accumulation of two (2) unexcused absences during the course of a semester.


Procedure for loss of membership is as follows:

1. Upon the second unexcused absence, the Council secretary will send said member a letter stating the dates of the unexcused absences and the date of the next meeting.

2. It will be the responsibility of said member to respond to the letter by attending the next general meeting.  If said member does not attend, his/her membership from the Council will be dissolved.

3. The third unexcused absence will automatically result in loss of membership and a letter will be sent to said member before the next general meeting.


II.  Excused Absences

a. An excused absence shall be granted for the reason of an academic class or examination which occurs during any portion of a meeting.

b. An excused absence may also be granted by a simple majority of the Executive Officers at their discretion.
