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Driving Directions
From Chicago

Take I-65 South to exit #178 towards Brookston/West Lafayette.

Turn right onto IN-43 (follow for about 5 miles).

After about 5 miles, IN-43 becomes North River Rd/US-231.

Turn right onto IN-26 W/ E State St.

Turn right at the corner of Grant St.

From Urbana-Champaign

Take I-74 East to exit # 34 towards Linden / Crawfordsville (US-231).

Turn left onto US-231 South (follow for 24 miles).

Turn left onto IN-26 W/ E State St.

Turn right at the corner of Grant St.

From Indianapolis

Take IN-65 to exit # 178 towards Lafayette / Delphi (US-25).

Take left on US-25 and right at light on US-52 (follow for 1.5 miles).

Exit onto IN-43/IN-443 (follow for about 5 miles). IN-43 becomes North River Rd/US-231.

Turn right onto IN-26 W/ E State St.

Turn right at the corner of Grant St.
Grant St. Parking Garage
The entrance to the garage is immediately to your right (it’s free).

The building in front of the parking garage is the Purdue Memorial Union. Stewart Center is behind the Memorial Union coming from the garage.
