What happens to a block in a jar of water as you turn the jar?





What is Needed?





          A jar of water and a wooden block.  (A mayo jar and small block work well)





What to Do





Take hold of the jar with both hands.  Turn the jar slowly.  Watch.  What do you see happening to the block as the jar is turned?





What is Happening?





Newton’s First Law of Motion states:  “Every body persists in a state of rest, or in uniform motion in a straight line, unless acted upon by an external force.”





In this activity, the block is at rest.  When you turn the jar, the block remains at rest, so does not move with the jar.
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
