What happens when air is heated?
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What is Needed.
· A cold can
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Hands and mouth

· A small bowl of dish soap
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What to Do.    
With your mouth open, blow on your hand.  Now repeat, but this time, pucker your lips and make a small hole to breathe through.  Notice the difference in how it feels when your mouth is wide open compared to when you pucker.  Now get an ice cold can with one end open.  Dip the open end of the can into a dish of soap. Make sure that a film of soap covers the end of the can.  Now turn the can upright and hold it with your hands in order to warm the can. YOU DO NOT HAVE TO SQUEEZE THE CAN to allow the heat from your hands to warm it.
